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Worship at Home in Lent

We believe that wherever we worship God ‘in Spirit and in truth’, He will be present.

To worship in your household, choose a specific place - perhaps somewhere you can light a candle, and
where you and those joining you can sit together undisturbed. Choose a time when you can be unhurried.
Then read slowly through the service sheet, praying the prayers as you go. If you are with others, then
one of you can take the lead and say the words in normal type, with the other(s) reading the lines in bold,
or you could take it in turns to lead. If it is just you, then read it all yourself. Some people find it helps to
read the prayers and responses aloud, even on their own.

The Collect, the Bible readings and the Reflection are provided separately. Short intercessions are
included, but you may wish to use your own prayers, or some may be provided by your church.

At any point, you could pause to look at the family activities or do them later instead — whatever age you
are! Hymns and songs are not included in the written version of this service.

Find what works for you and, as you worship, pray and learn at home, may God bless you and those
others doing the same.
